Camp will be arranged 
at “Žuv÷dra” resort in Giruliai. It is established in wild spot of 
nature nearly untouched of human hands surrounded with 
pinewoods and enframed with the sea.

Being relatively 
isolated and calm, it is yet 7 kilometers away from Klaip÷da, the 
port city of Lithuania.

June 2010. Rest part must be paid after arrival before the training starts.

The Camp will consist of five days of training, four training sessions a 
day. First class starts on Monday morning. Last class starts on Friday 
afternoon.
